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Specifications

e At the 2015 Annual Meeting, the Section
approved the Area 1A sub-ACL as part of the
2016-2018 Atlantic herring specifications. The
Area 1A sub-ACL of 30,300 metric tons (mt)
represents 28.9% of the stockwide ACL (104,800
mt).

e Since 2009, the Section has split the Area 1A sub-
ACL into trimesters, where 0% is allocated from
January 1-May 31, 72.8% is allocated from June 1
— September 30 and 27.2% is allocated from
October 1- December 31.
